FEJC will open to the public at the new location on March 8, 2010.  FEJC is a regional partner that has 
coordinated critical legal services with FIAC and low-income families for many years.  They will offer 
continuity of services to our client base, and in addition to providing legal help with immigration matters, 
they will provide assistance in education, housing and limited unemployment cases.  Beginning on March 
8

th
, FEJC will also provide free legal help to Haitians who want to apply for Temporary Protected Status 

(“TPS”).   

 
For clients choosing to contact another attorney to obtain legal representation, we recommend that they 
call the Florida Bar Lawyer Referral Service at 1-800-342-8060.   We urge them to contact a licensed 
attorney and avoid the use of unlicensed practitioners and notaries, who may misinterpret the law, advise 
them incorrectly, and further complicate their immigration matters.  If there are time limitations on their 

case, they should act immediately to pursue all options for relief.   

 
FIAC is grateful for your many years of partnership and collaboration, and please know that FIAC, 
through its Miami office, will continue its valuable work and advocacy on behalf of immigrants throughout

"HE MURDERED BEFORE AND WOULD DO IT AGAIN" 

  
 
LEE COUNTY, FLORIDA: An undercover prostitution sting ended with two Lee County residents indicted on federal charges of 
human trafficking. NBC uncovered the disturbing details of the pair's violent and illicit business. 
  
Ft. Meyers, Cape coral and Bonita Springs locations...  
    
NBC first reported about Derrick Ned and Naomi Vasquez in January when they were arrested in Bonita Springs. 
  
  
Undercover deputies arranged sex for money with three different women, who all told them Ned and Vasquez had forced them 
into prostitution and had even threatened to kill them if they escaped. 
  
A federal affidavit stated that undercover detectives found the women on the website - "mygoddesscompanion.com" ï and 
arranged to meet them for sex at locations - including a Fort Myers hotel. 
  
Three different women found through the site reluctantly told detectives that Ned and Vasquez were forcing them, and up to 13 
others, to prostitute themselves. They also said the pair was keeping their earnings and threatening to kill them and their 
families. 
According to the affidavit, Ned lured some of the women with drugs, others by promises of lingerie modeling.  
  
The document states Ned then told the women: "He had murdered before and would do so again" if they left, saying he 
was "a member of the Haitian mafia." 
  
The affidavit also describes how Ned brought one of the women to the Pearl Lounge nightclub in Cape Coral, where he used her, 
"as a display for sexual services offered by his escort service, My Goddess Companion." 
  
The Pearl Lounge had no comment on the allegation. 
  
The girls told detectives Vasquez was just as violent and would, "beat the girls, threaten the girls, and wake them at all 
hours of the night to perform acts of prostitution." 
  
In a January NBC investigation, we talked with Lee County Sheriff's detectives about how difficult human trafficking cases are to 
prosecute. 
  
Many times, like in this case, victims' lives are threatened. 
  
Luckily in this case, the women were brave enough to come forward and their alleged captors are in jail without bond.

TPS APPLICATION PREPARATION 
 

The U.S. government has granted Haitians who lived in the U.S. prior to January 
12, 2010, Temporary Protective Status (TPS).  This means that for 18 months or 

longer if the program is extended, those who qualify and apply with the 180 days 
registration window, may be granted TPS and receive an employment card to 

work.  It is important that you apply before July 20, 2010.

New Proposed Legislation for Victims of Sex Trafficking: S. 2925 

Each year, at least 100,000 children fall victim to sex trafficking within the United States, and 200,000 to 
300,000 are at risk of being commercially sexually exploited. Domestic victims of sex trafficking, including 
children, are severely overlooked in most state approaches to fight human trafficking.  The Innocence Lost 
Initiative - created through a partnership of the Department of Justice Child Exploitation and Obscenity 
Section (CEOS), the FBI, and the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children - has rescued more 
than 900 trafficked and sexually exploited children to date.  Unfortunately, there are only a handful of 
shelters in the entire country that are specifically tailored to restore the victims of this crime.   
 
S. 2925 provides crucial funding to develop and enhance comprehensive, collaborative efforts to combat 
the sex trafficking, especially of children, in the United States by providing six block grants of $2,500,000 
each to state or local government entities who have designed a holistic approach to investigating, 
prosecuting and deterring sex trafficking, and providing special services and shelter to the victims.
