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Rules for ALL Parade Entries:

All units must check-in between 10:00am and 10:45am in front of Anquan Bolden Stadium
(Larrimore Road) on Saturday, 18" January 2025. All units must be in their assigned line-up
position no later than 10:45am. Late arrivals may be repositioned at the end of the parade.

Height for floats shall be no less than 18 feet.

All vehicular entries are required to submit the Limitation of Liability, Indemnity and
Release form at the time of turning in the parade application. All information MUST be
provided.

Police & Fire Department lanes must be kept open at all times. No parking vehicles,
decorating units, marching bands and/or forming a waiting group in these lanes.

No sound checks can be done after the start of the parade.

ALL units must be ready to move on cue or the next unit will proceed. The delayed unit will
proceed only at the next convenient time as determined by the City of Pahokee staff.

ALL Parade participants are FORBIDDEN TO THROW anything from their unit. Units
may hand items out.

Separate units that wish to be grouped together in the parade, MUST submit their own
application and indicate their desire to parade as a group. All parties wishing to be grouped
together must note it on each of their respective applications. All attempts will be made to
fulfill your request. Once approved “No” unit is allowed to participate alone or with any
other unit without pre-parade registration with the City of Pahokee.

Any unit entering the parade without pre-registering will be removed immediately.
Applicable vendor & exhibitor fees must be paid in advance, and are non-refundable.
The City of Pahokee reserves the right to remove any and all persons from any float or

vehicular unit which it determines to be overcrowded to such an extent that the unit may
break down or cause injury to participants.
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Motorized vehicles will not be allowed to enter the lineup after the parade has commenced.

Any motorized unit which becomes disabled and delays the parade will be removed from the
parade route by the City of Pahokee. Towing expenses for any unit that breaks down will be
at the parade applicant’s expense.

The City of Pahokee reserves the right to remove any person or unit from the pre-parade
lineup & assembly area or during the parade that is deemed to be offensive and/or a hindrance
to the progress of the parade, places other participants and/or spectators in physical danger,
or violates any of the regulations set forth in this application. (Including intoxication or
malicious behavior).

ALL entries are required to abide by the rules and regulations as established by the City of
Pahokee; PBSO; Palm Beach County and the State of Florida. Violators are subject to
citation and/or possible removal from the parade route.

The Mayor and City Commissioners of the City of Pahokee present the parade and
extravaganza for the public as an educational and entertainment event and reserves all rights
as the producers. The City may at its discretion, file photocopy or tape any and all portions
of the Parade for promotional use.
